Whereas, Rambo House, constructed in 1939, was identified in Master Plan 2010-2030: Looking to the Future as a building to be demolished as it no longer meets the needs of University programs, and 
Whereas, this building has been vacant since 2005, is in extremely poor condition, and does not meet current building codes: 
Therefore, be it resolved that the Board of Trustees authorizes a project to demolish Rambo House, and 
Therefore, be it further resolved that the Board of Trustees authorizes expenditures of $750,000 for this project.

Authorization to Demolish Rambo House
This item requests Board of Trustees approval to demolish Rambo House, a two-story brick structure located on University Street adjacent to DeGarmo Hall to the north and Fell Street to the east. Constructed in 1939, the facility was designed to support two primary functions: instruction for students training to be home economics teachers and housing for senior students in the program who were required to live in the house.  It served as a home-management training house until 1972.  From 1972 until 2005, Rambo House served as the offices for the University’s Alumni Services and the University Foundation staffs.  These offices were moved to facilities that offered more appropriate office spaces in 2005, and Rambo House has been vacant ever since.
Rambo House is among those facilities recommended for demolition in Master Plan 2010-2030: Looking to the Future as it no longer meets the needs of University programs.  The facility is in extremely poor condition and does not meet current code requirements.  

Demolition of Rambo House will require the following:

1. Notification of the University’s plans to demolish the facility to the Illinois Historic Preservation Agency as required by state statutes concerning the preservation of state resources.
2. An asbestos abatement consultant will be engaged to prepare an appropriate abatement design and assist the University in obtaining bids and hiring an asbestos abatement contractor to remove those materials from the buildings prior to demolition.
3. Preparation of plans and specifications and issuance of bids for the demolition and removal of the building.
4. Preparation of plans and specifications and issuance of bids for site improvements.
